STIRLING CANOE CLUB

CLUB CONSTITUTION

1. NAME

The club shall be called Stirling Canoe Club. (Hereinafter referred to as the Club).

2. OBJECTIVES

The objectives of the Club shall be to participate in any aspects of canoeing and kayaking and to encourage members to take part in other recreational pursuits.

3. MEMBERSHIP

3.1 Membership to the Club shall be open to all members of the community and consist of the following categories;

SENIOR

JUNIOR

FAMILY 

3.2 Membership fees shall be agreed at each Annual General Meeting

3.3 All members joining the Club shall be deemed to accept the terms of the constitution and bye-laws published from time to time by the Club

4. MANAGEMENT

4.1 The affairs of the Club shall be conducted by the executive committee, which shall consist of the officers of the club plus a minimum four and maximum eight other members.                

4.2 The officers of the Club, who shall be honorary, shall consist of a Chairperson, a Vice Chairperson, a Treasurer and a Secretary who shall be elected at the Annual General Meeting.  If the position of any officer or other committee member should fall vacant after an election, the Executive Committee shall have the power to fill the vacancy      

4.3 All Executive Committee Members shall be Club Members. 

5. GENERAL MEETINGS

5.1 The Club shall hold its A.G.M. in the month of September.

5.1.1 Approve the minutes of the previous A.G.M.

5.1.2 Receive reports from the Chairperson and Secretary.

5.1.3 Receive reports from the Treasurer and approve the accounts.

5.1.4 Receive a report from the auditor.

5.1.5 Elect the Executive Committee.

5.1.6 Consider changes to the Constitution.

5.1.7 Appoint auditors for the Club's accounts.

5.1.8 Deal with other relevant business.

5.2 An Extraordinary General Meeting shall be called by an application in writing to the secretary supported by at least ten members of the Club.  The Executive Committee shall also have the power to call an Extraordinary General Meeting by declaration of a simple majority of its members

5.3 At least thirty days notice shall be given to all voting members of any General Meeting.

5.4 With exception to changes in constitution, decisions put to a vote shall be resolved by a simple majority at General Meetings.

5.4.1 The Chairperson of the Club shall have a deliberative as well as a casting vote.

5.5 The quorum at a General Meeting shall be twelve members and the quorum for a committee meeting 50% plus one of the standing committee

6. FINANCE AND ACCOUNTS.

6.1 The financial year shall run from September the 1st.to August 31st. each year.

6.2 The Hon. Treasurer shall be responsible for the preparation of the annual accounts for the Club.

6.3 The accounts shall be certified by an independent person elected annually by the Club

6.4 All cheques drawn against the Club's funds shall be signed by the Treasurer and one other nominated office bearer.

6.5 All members of the Club shall be considered to be jointly responsible for the financial liabilities of the Club.

7. BYE-LAWS

The Executive Committee shall have the power to publish and enforce such bye-laws as the Club membership feels necessary to govern the activities of the Club.

8. DISSOLUTION

8.1 In the event of the dissolution of the Club, any assets thereof shall not be distributed amongst the members of the club in any way whatsoever.

8.2 In accordance with the requirements of the Scottish Sports Council the following clause applies

"The property, effects and funds of the Club, whence so ever derived, shall be applied solely towards the promotion of the objects of the Club and no portion thereof shall be paid or transferred directly or indirectly by way of dividend, bonus or otherwise howsoever by way of profit to the members of the Club

If, upon the winding up or dissolution of the Club, there remains after the satisfaction of all its debts and liabilities any properties whatsoever, the same shall be given or transferred to some other organisation or organisations having objects similar to the Club, such organisation or organisations to be determined by the members of the Club by resolution passed at a General Meeting at or before the time of dissolution, and if and so far as effect cannot be given to such provision then to some charitable object."
